Why Purple?  

The official colors of the Lutheran Women's Mis-

sionary League are purple and gold. October 

1948, the Southern Illinois district was the first 

to adopt the colors of purple, symbolizing roy-

alty, and gold, symbolizing value and integrity.  

The LWML Executive Board adopted purple 

and gold at their board meeting held on July 

24, 1951, at the Commodore Hotel New York , 

New York. The minutes of this meeting state: 

òMotion was made by Mrs. Emil Frank to rec-

ommend that the colors Purple and Gold as 

suggested in the Handbook, be adopted as the 

official League colors. Action ð Adopted." This 

historical decision is noted on page 77 of Wings 

(É 1991).
